The Nature Nurture Project, an initiative of
Family Support Projects and Camphill
School Aberdeen, offers therapeutic
intervention to vulnerable children who
may be experiencing difficulties at home,
at school or in the community.

Children who are at risk due to social
disadvantage or developmental delay or
are vulnerable due to child protection
issues are offered outdoor play and
learning opportunities that have been
shown to develop resilience.

Groups of up to 10 children have sessions
with a high staff to child ratio that ensures
every child has the support they need to
play freely and safely.

The project is based in Camphill & Murtle
Estates, which are part of Camphill School,
located on the outskirts of Aberdeen.
