¶ Aberdeen City has bought a one-day CPD training programme on nature 

nurture to be held at CSA on the 3rd October. 

¶ Deeside Family Centre has requested a programme for pregnant mums and 

another one for mums and babies. 

¶ A research study on the effectiveness of the project as a form of early inter-

vention is to be undertaken by Aberdeen University. 

 

On the 24th April a two page illustrated article was published in The Times        

Educational  Supplement Scotland describing this pioneering project.  On the 3rd July 

the project featured in an article on Forest Schools in The Times Educational Supple-

ment Magazine. 

The project has been identified by the Centre for Confidence and Well-being as an       

excellent example of partnership between a local authority and a partner provider.

In an article in the August/September 2009 issue of Special Children, Albertino Costa describes the role of creative   

activities in the life of Camphill School Aberdeen (see above).  He draws attention to the fact that through      

practising crafts, whether weaving, pottery, wood, metal or stone work, heads, hands and heart are brought     

together in partnership.  Albertino notes that an important feature of craft work that is often overlooked is the 

development of a sense of rhythmña capacity that relatively few children with special needs possess when first 

arriving at the School.       Testimony to the Schoolõs commitment to the place of creative activities in the        

curriculum was the opening of a Sculpture Workshop in September 2008.  The construction of this unique and 

spectacular all-glass building was made possible through funding provided by the Scottish Government.  

 

 

 
 
 
 

The Fall 2009 issue of the international journal Relational Child and 

Youth Care Practice contains an article which looks at the              

representation of children in art.   

The article particularly examines the work of Hermann Gross who 

for the latter part of his life was artist-in-residence at Camphill 

School Aberdeen.   

A striking feature of Grossõs work is the way in which it addresses 

some of the key dilemmas faced by residential care staff in their 

dealings with the children and young people in their care.  Grossõs 

work is seen as important because it provides a timely reminder of 

the precious nature of childhood.   

In 2010 a series of commissioned articles exploring Grossõs work 

and its contemporary relevance to child care staff is to be published 

on The International Child and Youth Care Network (CYC-NET).    
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
